Reports have associated repeated and prolonged overexposure to
solvents with permanent brain and nervous system damage. Intentional misuse by deliberately concentrating and
inhaling this material may be harmful or fatal.

Ingestion may result in nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, dizziness, drowsiness, weakness, fatigue, headache,
unconsciousness. This material can enter the lungs during swallowing or vomiting and cause lung inflammation
and/or damage.
